In 1969 I went to school, but until 1 finished eight classes, | changed three schools. From 1974
to 1977, in the biography of Tom, he studied at a secondary art school. At this time, the group

literally the next year, he is excluded for low academic performance. After that, he is trained in
woodcarving at SSPTU.
