Mikhail Zdanovich is waiting for his turn. He’s 61 years old and he came to Berkakit in 1976. At the
time, only about a hundred young people lived in Berkakit. It was a new town. Zdanovich mej»a



woman who worked at the town bakery. They married and stayed in the town. When Zdanovich walks
into the doctor’s office she says ‘Oh, Mikhail, I recognised your voice.” He has a problem in his
shoulder.
