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The Russian Flag

The Russian flag first appeared in 1668. It was the symbol of Russia for
more then 300 years. It reappeared as the modern flag in 1991. The flag
has three wide stripes on it. The colours of the flag are symbolic. White
Is faithful and sincere, blue is honest and loyal and red is brave. When
Russian people celebrate their national holidays you can see the
national flag in the streets, squares, official buildings, blocks of flats
and houses in big cities, small towns and villages.

The Double-Headed Eagle

The double-headed eagle is the emblem of Russia. Above the heads
there are three crowns. The eagle carries a scepter, the sign of state
power, and an orb, the sign of unity. You can see St George on the
breast of the eagle. It is the oldest Russian symbol of love for the
Motherland.

You can also see the eagle on the back of modern Russian coins.

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State symbols of Tatarstan Republic

The national flag is a horizontal tricolour with stripes of green, white and red. The state coat-of-
arms represents a winged snow leopard with a round shield on its side. The background of the
sun is framed in the Tatar national pattern with «Tatarstan» legend at the bottom. The coat-of-
arms is designed in three national colours: green, white and red. The background of the sun is
framed in the Tatar national pattern with «Tatarstan» legend at the bottom.

The national anthem was created by a composer Rustem Yakhin. Previously, it used to be a
popular song about the native land. Then, in 1993 it was adopted as the national anthem.

The Flag of Tatarstan was adopted November 29, 1991 and was designed by Tawil Giniét uli
Xazidxmaitev (pronounced [tee'wil yinir' et u'lu xeeziox ‘meetof]). The green, the colour of Islam,
represents the Tatars; the red stands for the Russians. The white stripe symbolizes peace between

the Tatar majority and the Russian minority.

Aq Bars (or Ak Bars) (Cyrillic: Ak Bapc) is the emblem of Tatarstan. It is an ancient Turkic and
Bolgar symbol translated as White Leopard or Snow Leopard, and has been in use since 1991 as
the official symbol of Tatarstan.

Historically, this symbol was used in Volga Bulgaria and the Khanate of Kazan (Qazan) -
predecessors of Tatarstan - as a state symbol. The snow leopard symbol comes from the totems
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of one of the Bulgar tribes - the Barsil. According to legend, the Barsils founded Bildr in Volga
Bulgaria.

The creator of the current emblem is the artist Rif Zagri uli Faxretdinev.

Anthem

The National Anthem of the Republic of Tatarstan composed by Réstdm Yéxin, and has no
lyrics. It was adopted on 14 July 1993.

Attempts to write lyrics in the Tatar language were proposed. Ramazan Baytimerov's version
was titled Tugan yagim (My native country):
