RUSSIA

The Russian Federation is the largest country in the world. It occupies about one seventh of the
earth's surface. It covers the eastern part of Europe and the nonhern part of Asia. Its total area is about 17
million square kilometers. The country is washed by 12 seas of 3 oceans: the Pacific, the Arctic and the
Atlantic. In the south Russia borders ot China, Mongolia, Korea, Kazakhstan, Georgia and Azerbaijan. I the
west it borders om Norway, Finland, the Baltic States, Belorussia, and Ukraine. It also has a sea border with the
USA.

There are two great plains in Russia: the Great Russian Plaim and the West Siberian Lowland.
There are several mountain chains om the territory of the country: the Urals, the Caucasus, the Altai and
others. The largest mountain chaim, the Urals, separates Europe from Asia. There are over two million
rivers im Russia. Europe’s biggest river, the Volga, flows into the Caspian Sea. The main Siberiam rivers — the
Ob, the Yenisei and the Lena — flow from the south to the north. The Amur in the Far East flows into the
Pacific Ocean.Russia is rich in beautiful lakes. The world's deepest lake (1.600 meters) is Lake Baikal. It is
much smaller than the Baltic Sea, but there is much more water in it than ir the Baltic Sea. The water in the
lake is so clear that if you look down you can count the stones on the bottom.Russia has one-sixth of the
world's forests. They are concentrated in the European nonh of the country, in Siberia and in the Far East. On
the vast territory of the country there are various of climate, from arctic in the north to subtropical in the
south. In the middle of the country the climate is temperate and continental.Russia is a parliamentary
republic. The Head of State is the President. The legislative powers are exercised by the Duma.The capital
of Russia is Moscow. It is its largest political, scientific, cultural and industrial center. It is ome of the oldest
Russian cities.At present, the political and ecomomic situation i the country is rather complicated. There
are a lot of problems im the national ecomomy of the Russian Federation. The industrial production is
decreasing. The prices are constantly rising, the rate of inflation is very high. People are losing their jobs
because many factories and plants are going bankrupt. But imr spite of the problems Russia is facing at present,
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there are a lot of opportunities for this country to become one of the leading countries in the world. I'm sure that
we, the younger generation, can do very much to make Russia as strong and powerful as in used to be.

A
large kangaroo cam cover a distance of 9 meters im a single leap. It is impossible to imagine Australia
without kangaroo. You will see the image of this animal practically everywhere.

I11. The national symbol of the United States OfAmerica is the eagle. The Americans say that this
bird is a symbol of courage and power. Eagle is very large, it can fly very well and it builds its
nests on the top of the mountains where mo man can go. These birds hunt only during the day. At
night they sit om their nests.

IV. Canada. A red maple leaf is the symbol of Canada. During her visit to Canada in 1860 the Queen
Victoria wore the maple leaf as a symbol of this country. The song “The Maple Leaf Forever”
became Canada's national song. During World Wars the maple leaf was omn the badges of Canadian
soldiers.
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V. The national symbol of The United Kingdom is the rose. In the 15" century two rich families- the
Lancasters and the Yorks- quarreled about who must be the king of England. Their armies fought a long
war. The Yorks used a white rose as their symbol and the Lancasters used a red rose. The war ended when
the member of the House of Lancaster married a woman from the House of York and became the King
Henry VII. He made a red rose with white pedal the symbol of England. Now you can see this rose om all
British coins.

What is a Machine?
Machine design is important part of engineering applications, but what is a machine? Machine is the devise that
comprises of the stationary parts and moving parts combined together to generate, transform or utilize the
mechanical energy. Some examples of machines are: lathe, engine, compressor etc.

What is a Machine?
Machine design is amr important part of engineering applications, but what is a machine? Machine is the devise
that comprises of the stationary parts and moving parts combined together to generate, transform or utilize the
mechanical energy. All the machines are made up of elements or parts and units. Each element is a separate
part of the machine and it may have to be designed separately and in assembly. Each element im turn cam be a
complete part or made up of several small pieces which are joined together by riveting, welding etc. Several
machine parts are assembled together to form what we call as complete machine.

Here are some examples of the machines:



1) Lathe: It utilizes mechanical emergy to cut the metals. The other types of machine tools also perform the
same task.
2) Turbines: They produce mechanical emergy.

3) Compressors: They use mechanical energy to compress the air.
4) Engines: They consume the fuel and produce mechanical energy.

5) Refrigerators and air-conditioners: They use mechanical engineering to produce cooling effect.
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6) Washing machines: They use mechanical energy to wash the clothes.

Classification of Machines
Considering the various applications of the machines, they are classified into three main types, these are:

1) Machines generating mechanical energy: The machines generating mechanical energy are also called
as prime movers. These machines convert some form of energy like heat, hydraulic, electrical, etc into
mechanical emergy or work. The most popular example of these machines is the internal combustion
engine i which the chemical energy of the fuel is converted into heat energy which im tmn is converted
into mechanical work in the form of the rotation of the wheels of the vehicle. Some other examples of
this group of machines are gas tuibines, water tuibines, steam engine etc.

2) Machines transforming mechanical energy: These machines are called converting machines because
they convert mechanical energy into other form of energy like electricity, hydraulic energy etc. Some
examples of these machines are electric generator in which the rotation of the shaft is converted into
electrical energy, and hydraulic pump in which the rotation energy of the rotors is converted into the
hydraulic energy of the fluid.

3) Machines utilizing mechanical energy: These machines receive mechanical energy and utilize it for
various applications. Some examples of these machines are lathe machime that utilizes the mechanical
energy to cut metals and washing machine that utilizes the rotation of the rotor for washin
