The Russian Federation is a federal republic. The head of the state is the President, elected for a
period of four years. The President is also the commander-in-chief of the armed forces. He signs all the
important documents, appoints the Prime Minister and the members of the Cabinet. He also appoints the
judges of the Supreme and Constitutional Courts.
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The government of Russia consists of three parts — legislative, executive and judicial. They work
in the regime of checks and balances.

Federal Assembly has all the legislative power in the country. It consists of the Federation Council
and the Duma. The Federation Council is formed of the heads of the regions. The Duma is elected by the
population.

The Duma examines and discusses different bills. The bill must be approved by the Duma and the
Federation Council and signed by the President.

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The climate in Great Britain is generally mild due to the influence of the Gulf Stream. The south-
western winds carry the warmth and moisture into Britain. The climate in Britain is usually described as
cool, temperate and humid.

British people say: "Other countries have a climate, in England we have weather".

The weather in Britain changes very quickly. One day may be fine and the next day may be wet.
The morning may be warm and the evening may be cool. The weather is the favorite topic of conversation
in Britain. When two Englishmen are introduced to each other, if they can't think of anything else to talk
about, they talk about weather. When two people meet in the street they will often say something about
weather as they pass, just to show their friendliness.

The English also say that they have three variants of weather: when it rains in the morning, when it
rains in the afternoon or when it rains all day long. Sometimes it rains so heavily that they say "It's raining
cats and dogs".

Rainfall is more or less even throughout the year. The driest period is from March to June and the
wettest months are from October to January. The average range of temperature (from winter to summer)
is from 5 to 23 degrees above zero. It seldom snows heavily in winter, frost is rare. The coldest part of the
country is the Highlands of Scotland. It's as frosty there as it is in St. Petersburg. January and February
are usually the coldest months, July and August - the warmest. Still the wind may bring winter cold in
sprits or summer days. Sometimes it brings whirl-winds or hurricanes. Droughts are rare.

So, we may say that the British climate has three main features: it is mild, humid and changeable.
That means that it is never too hot or too cold. Winters are extremely mild. Snow may come but melts
quickly.

This humid and mild climate is good for plants. Trees and flowers begins to blossom early in
spring.

The scientific and technological progress will continue in engineering along two main headlines.
Firstly, it is automation, including the creation of «unmanned» industries. Secondly, raising the reliability
and extending the service life of machines. This certainly requires new technology. The early machine
modules made on a large scale are well suited for «unmanned» industries. Intense work is being carried
out by new robots. What we need is not merely manipulators which can take up a work piece and pass it
on, but robots which can identify objects, their position in space, etc.

We also need machines that would trace the entire process of machining. Some have been
designed and manufactured. New technologies and equipment have been designed for most branches of
engineering. In the shortest time possible we are to start producing new generations of machines and
equipment, which would allow us to increase productivity several times and to find a way for the
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application of advanced technologies. Large reserves in extending service life for machines can be found
in the process of designing. At present, advanced methods have been evolved for designing machines
proceeding from a number of criteria.

Automatic design systems allow for an optimizing of the solutions in design and technology when
new machines are still in the blueprint stage. A promising reserve in increasing the life of parts is
strengthening treatment. In recent years new highly-efficient methods have been found. First and
foremost of them is the vacuum plasma method for coating components with hard alloy compounds, such
as nitrides and carbides of titanium, tungsten and boron. Methods have been designed for reinforcing
machine parts most vulnerable to wear and tear, such as in grain harvesters, to make them last several
times longer. Thus, it is not merely numbers engineers and scientists are after, rather it is a matter of
major characteristics. In other words, this is a matter of quality, and not of the mere number of new
machines, apparatuses and materials.

The Internet, a global computer network which embraces millions of users all over the world, began
in the United States in 1969 as a military experiment. It was designed to survive a nuclear war.
Information sent over the Internet takes the shortest path available from one computer to another. Because
of this, any two computers on the Internet will be able to stay in touch with each other as long as there is a
single route between them.

This technology is called packet switching. Owing to this technology, if some computers on the
network are knocked out (by a nuclear explosion, for example), information will just route around them.
One such packet-switching network already survived a war. It was the Iraq computer network, which was
not knocked out during the Gulf War.

Most Internet host computers (more than 50%) are in the United States, while the rest are located in
more than 100 other countries. Although the number of host computers can be counted fairy accurately,
nobody knows exactly how many people use the Internet. There are millions and their number is growing
by thousands each month world-wide.

The most popular Internet service is e-mail. Most of people, who have access to the Internet, use the
networks only for sending and receiving e-mail messages. However, other popular services are available
on the Internet: reading news, using the World Wide Web, telnet etc.

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Electricity distribution is the final stage in the (1) of electricity to end users. In order

to be able to use electric power for our daily activities, electricity must be transmitted from the (2)

The electricity generated by power plants is increased or stepped up at substatlons and distributed
through (4) transmission lines, in order to minimize energy losses and to economize on the
material needed for conductors. Transmission lines use voltages as high as 765,000 volts and they are
usually connected in a (5) .

Receptacle boxes

Receptacle boxes are containers that hold electric wire connections. They vary in shape, size,
material make-up, and function. Box choices include outlet boxes, pancake boxes, cut-in boxes, and
others. Electricians choose boxes based on the installation they are doing. For example, some electricians
use handy boxes for temporary installations. But handy boxes are unreliable for long-term usage. Integral
nail boxes, or something similar, work better for permanent installations.

Size and material also influence which receptacle box electricians use. The box needs to have the
right volume to be safe. A shallow box can overcrowd the wires. Overcrowded wires can easily short out.
The box needs to be deep enough to comfortably hold all the wires. The box's material make-up also
affects its safety. For example, an outside box must be weatherproof. An electrician must always check
this when mounting a box outside.

The tourism business is at least 2,000 years old. It began when wealthy citizens of ancient Rome,
deciding they would rather spend their summers away from the city, took trips to the countryside and the
coast.

A tourist industry soon sprang up to cater for the Romans’ travel and accommodation needs, and for a
while it thrived. But Roman tourism ended with its empire, and for hundreds of years the turbulent
economic, social and military situation in Europe made frequent, safe travel out of the question.

During the medieval era, however, tourism again appeared thanks to a growing interest in pilgrimages.
The organisers arranged the tourism basics of itineraries and places to eat and sleep.

But it was two other factors hundreds of years later that encouraged the start of more
widespread and regular tourism: health and culture. Those who could afford to do so began to visit the spa
and seaside towns of eighteenth-century Europe to benefit from the spring waters and fresh air. Others,
most notably the English, took educational holidays to countries such as Italy with the intention of
studying paintings, sculptures and architecture, and visiting historical sites.

The industry was popular and steadily successful from the early nineteenth century. But for the most
part, it was expensive and limited to a small number of locations. Then everything suddenly changed. In
the 1960s, a growing number of people had disposable incomes, and with this extra money came a desire
for a different lifestyle. At the same time, reasonably-priced commercial aircraft were able to carry
passengers to and from any airport in the world.

Mass tourism had arrived, and with it there came an extraordinary growth in facilities. Fishing villages
on the southern coast of Spain, for instance, became resorts that were household names. Elsewhere,
business people capitalized on the demand for tourist attractions and constructed leisure and theme parks.

The driving force behind these rapid developments was cash. In 2006, the international tourism
receipts for the three most popular destinations — France, Spain and the United States — totalled $179.7
billion. The number of visitors who contributed this sum was 188.7 million.

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Flag of Russia

Tsar Peter I the Great had ambitious plans to transform Russia into a modern state. Building a Russian
navy was part of that program, and he visited the Netherlands to learn about the most advanced
shipbuilding concepts and techniques.

The flag he chose for merchant ships in 1699 reflected the Dutch red-white-blue tricolour: the Russian
flag differed only in having the stripes arranged white-blue-red. These colours are sometimes given
traditional Russian symbolism—one such interpretation recalls the red shield of the Grand Principality of
Moscow, with its representation of St. George cloaked in blue and mounted on a white horse.

Reference was also made to the quartered flag of white and red with a blue cross that had been flown
on the 16670ryol, the first Russian warship. The new flag became very popular, so much so that during
the 19th century the black-orange-white tricolour that the tsars attempted to impose as a national flag on
land completely failed and eventually was abandoned.

Just after the beginning of World War I, the flag was modified by the addition of a golden yellow
canton bearing the imperial arms, a symbol of solidarity between the ruling dynasty and the Russian
people.

In the Soviet era all Russian flags were based on the Red Banner, which had its roots in the French
Revolution and, possibly, even earlier peasant uprisings. After the formation of the Soviet Union, the
official state flag contained a gold hammer, sickle, and gold-bordered red star in the upper hoist corner.

When the Soviet Union dissolved, its symbols were replaced. The non-Russian territories acquired by
tsars and communist leaders became independent, and the Russian Federation that remained readopted the
white-blue-red Russian national flag. It became official on August 21, 1991, four months before the
formal dissolution of the Soviet Union.

The humid and mild climate of Great Britain is good for plants and flowers. Some of them have
become symbols in the UK. Probably you know that the poppy is the symbol of peace, the red rose is the
national emblem of England, the thistle is the national emblem of Scotland, the daffodil and the leek are
the emblems of Wales, the shamrock (a kind of clover) is the emblem of Ireland.

The UK was originally a land of vast forests, mainly oak and beech in the Lowlands (j1oynenac —
HU3MEHHas 4acTh BenukoOpuranun) and pine and birch in the Highlands (xaiinennc — xonmucras yactb
BenukoOpurtanun). Also it consists of great areas
of marshlands and smaller areas of moors. In the course of time, vast forests were cut down and almost all
the Lowlands were put under civilization.

Extensive forests remain in the east and the north of Scotland and in the south, the east and the west
part of England. Oak, elm, ash, and beech are the most common trees in England, while Scotland has
much pine and birch.

The Highlands are largely moorlands with heather and grasses.

Technical Drawing

Technical drawing, drafting or drawing, is the act and discipline of composing drawings that visually
communicate how something functions or is constructed.

Technical drawing is essential for communicating ideas in industry and engineering. To make the
drawings easier to understand, people use familiar symbols, perspectives, units of measurement, notation
systems, visual styles, and page layout. Together, such conventions constitute a visual language and help
to ensure that the drawing is unambiguous and relatively easy to understand. Many of the symbols and
principles of technical drawing are codified in an international standard called ISO 128.

The need for precise communication in the preparation of a functional document distinguishes technical
drawing from the expressive drawing of the visual arts. Artistic drawings are subjectively interpreted;
their meanings are multiply determined. Technical drawings are understood to have one intended
meaning.

A drafter, draftsperson, or draughtsman is a person who makes a drawing (technical or expressive). A
professional drafter who makes technical drawings is sometimes called a drafting technician.

St. Valentine's Day is celebrated on the 14th of February. This is the traditional day for those who are
in love. Young people give flowers and greeting cards to their Valentines and celebrate this day together.

Halloween is a holiday loved by all children. It takes place on the 31st of October. There are a lot of
parties and people dress up in costumes of witches and ghosts and make lanterns of pumpkins with a
candle inside. People also play different games and have fun. Children usually go from one house to
another with empty baskets or bags, knock on doors and say: Trick or treat. People should give them
something, or they will play a trick on them.

Among historic holidays, Guy Fawkes Night can be mentioned. In the 15th century, a group of people
with Guy Fawkes as their leader decided to blow up the Houses of Parliament. They did not manage to do
this and Guy Fawkes was caught and hanged. Since then the British celebrate this day burning a doll
made of straw and dressed in old clothes on a bonfire. Children dress in old clothes and beg in the street
saying: A penny for the Guy.

There are a lot of customs in Great Britain. One of the most famous is gardening. Most of the English
keep small gardens full of flowers behind their houses or around them. In spring, there are a lot of flower-
shows and vegetable-shows with prizes for the best exhibitions.

In Northern Ireland there is a holiday called St. Patrick's Day. It is celebrated on the 17th of March. On
this day people wear green clothes and drink Irish beer. There are carnivals and barbeques all over the
country.

1. Dorothy Hodgkin (1910-1994)

As the only British woman to receive the Nobel Prize in Chemistry, it’s perhaps not surprising to see
Dorothy Hodgkin’s name on a list of the greatest British scientists. Though born in Egypt, she was raised
and educated in the UK.

Hodgkin’s prolific career was full of incredible scientific discoveries. In 1945, she discovered the
atomic structure of penicillin. In 1954, she published work discovering the structure of vitamin B12. This
research, produced in collaboration with American chemist Ken Trueblood, led to Hodgkin being
awarded a Nobel Prize for “her determinations by X-ray techniques of the structures of important
biochemical substances.”

Hodgkin went on to reveal the structure of insulin, a project she’d been working on for decades.
Incredibly, she worked throughout her life suffering from rheumatoid arthritis. Dorothy Hodgkin — a true
British great.

2. Alexander Fleming (1881-1955)

Another Nobel Prize winner, this time in 1945, Alexander Fleming — like Dorothy Hodgkin — had an
impact that would transcend science. Born in Ayrshire in 1881, Fleming’s great discovery came when he
was studying influenza in 1928 — almost a decade after returning from service in the First World War.

He noticed that mould had started to develop on staphylococci culture dishes which had accidentally
been left out. This mould had created an immunity circle around itself, resisting bacteria. Fleming named
this substance penicillin.

Though it wasn’t Fleming who translated this discovery into the drugs that fight off bacterial infections
we use today (that honour went to the US drug industry), his groundbreaking findings led the way in
reducing the impact of bacterial infections for millions of people globally (he also went on to write highly
influential papers on immunology, chemotherapy and bacteriology).

SEASONS IN LONDON
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Each season in London showcases the city in a different way. Overflowing with blossoming flowers,
spring reveals the UK capital at its most colorful. Long summer days show off a brighter side to London,
while rich hues of orange, red and yellow make autumn irresistible.

Magnitogorsk was mentioned in the Blacksmith Institute's 2007 survey of the world's worst polluted
cities, placed in the report's unranked list of the 25 most polluted places outside the top ten. Pollutants
include lead, sulfur dioxide, heavy metals and other air pollutants. According to the local hospital, only
1% of all children living in the city are in good health.

The Blacksmith Institute says that, according to a local newspaper report, "only 28% of infants born in
1992 were healthy, and only 27% had healthy mothers".

MACHINE TOOLS — A MEASURE OF MAN'S PROGRESS

The variety and combinations of machine tools today are unlimited. Some of them are very small
and can be mounted on a work-benc but others are so large that we have to construct special buildings to
house them.

There are some basic operations at any workshop. They are turning, drilling, threading, etc. The main
machine tool of such a workshop is the multipurpose lathe. What is a lathe? It is a power-driven machine?
with special tools which can cut or form metal parts. The metal that cuts another metal must be very hard
and so tools should be made of very hard steel alloys. The tool itself is very small in comparison with the
mechanism that is to direct it.

Technological progress improves accuracy of machine tools. Today's equipment can produce parts
with very high accuracy. One can find a number of machine tools that can measure and inspect their
production themselves — machine tools that are to handle the parts mechanically and automatically. Such
machines can hold the parts which are to be measured and are able to indicate precise measurements
themselves. A great many of such "clever" machines can be found today in our industry.

Since machine tools become faster and more complex, automatic measurements and inspection
ought to be of greater importance. Automation is one of the main factors of engineering progress.

Flexible production lines form the basis for automated workshops. The main principle of such
a flexible line is the fact that it can be switched over from one product to another, which has a similar
structure but a different outline, almost instantaneously. It is equally efficient in conditions of both mass
and small-batch production and will serve to increase the productivity.

COMPUTER TECHNOLOGIES IN CONSTRUCTION ROBOTS CONTROL

Construction robotics is of great interest for practical application of the results while performing
automation of mounting, finishing, placement of concrete and other kinds of work. However robots
application in conditions of construction sites is connected with technological, operational and some other
characteristic properties.

Successful solution of the tasks dealing with construction operations robotization requires not only the
development of special-purpose manipulators but the application of new approaches while solving such
problems as control, management and preparation of control programs.

In connection with the mentioned above we suggest to use computer technologies in manipulation system
control, trajectory path planning, developing routes for handling the parts, developing control programs in
the teaching mode, robots analytic programming, robots task-level programming and operators teaching
for construction robots taking into account their specific features.
