1. Films of this genre are designed to evoke fright, fear, terror, or horror from viewers. In these
films plots, evil forces, events intrude into the everyday world. This film characters include
vampires, zombies, monsters, serial killers, and a range of other fear-inspiring characters.

2. This film genre has been a popular one in the history of cinema. These films are usually set in the
past or sometimes in a fantasy world, and often involve sword fighting or swashbuckling. There is
an element of romanticism attached to the films of this genre. Some popular films concepts include
an outlaw figure fighting for justice or battling a tyrant, pirates and a search for a lost city or for
hidden treasure.

At some point, after various comic scenes, they are parted for some
reason. One partner or the other then realizes that they are perfect for each other, and they meet
again, they declare undying love for each other, and disappear off into the sunset together.

6. This is a film genre in which the plot is based upon the special interests of young people, such as
coming of age, first love, conflict with parents, teen angst and alienation. Films in this genre are
often set in high schools, or contain characters that are of high school age. The genre is popular with
young people and young adults, who can better relate to the subject matter than mature audience.
